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these, the Bachelor of International Economics,
Management and Finance, is strongly oriented
towards international preparation and is held entirely
in English. The Bachelor programs’ structure facilitates
students whether they continue their studies with a
Master of Science or Specialized Master program or
enter the working world.

The work done in a Bachelor program can be further
explored through the in-depth study of a Master of
Science program. This is a two-year program with a
focus on specific disciplines that produce highly-
qualified professionals ready to confront the working
world. This study path is obligatory for those who wish
to work in regulated professions like accountancy. Six of
the Master of Science programs offered for the 2009-
2010 academic year are specifically aimed at the
international market and are held in English.

After completing a three-year Bachelor program,
students can also choose to take a one-year first-level
Specialized Master program which is aimed primarily
for graduates with degrees outside the field of
economics. First-level Specialized Master programs
give students specific professional training.

Bocconi also offers a Combined Bachelor and Master
of Science program in Law (in Italian), which provides
complete training in the field of law for those wishing
to undertake traditional legal practice.
The course offers a solid economics-management and
statistics-quantitative background which is crucial for
working effectively in today’s field of law.

Those who wish to follow an academic path in the field
of research may embark upon a PhD after completing a
Master of Science or a Combined Bachelor and Master
of Science degree. Or they may attend a second-level
Specialized Master program or a Professional
Specialist program which focus on preparing students
for specific professions (e.g. magistrate, notary,
secondary school teaching, etc). Because education at
Bocconi is seen as permanent and ongoing, there are
many post-experience programs for graduates who,
after some years of work experience, need to broaden
or update their knowledge and skills. They can choose
from Master programs, MBAs and Executive programs
run by the SDA Bocconi School of Management.

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Science program is a very important process. Bocconi
helps prospective students make their choices through
projects and initiatives organized by the International
Recruitment Services. During the year, secondary school
and university students, as well as graduates with both
Italian and non-Italian undergraduate degrees, can utilize
orientation services and activities to help them make
motivated and informed choices. With more than ten
percent of its students now coming from outside Italy,
Bocconi continues to build its reputation abroad and
expand its search for top international applicants. To
support them in their choice, the International
Recruitment Services has put in place a series of activities
as part of its Undergraduate and Graduate Recruitment
Services. Aimed at supporting international students,
these activities provide information on application and
admission to Bocconi.

•GO-Open Days: organized every year (in fall, spring
and summer), offering prospective undergraduate
students, their teachers and parents open access to
Bocconi. They can visit information stands, watch
presentations and have individual orientation
interviews. The GO-Open Days include introductory
presentations on degree programs and information on
professional opportunities;

•Guided tours of the University: guided tours for
individuals or groups can be organized upon request;

•Educational events: aimed at providing prospective
undergraduate students with information about
specific subject matters in economics and legal
studies, and related professions. They also give
prospective students the chance to experience
university life. They include projects like Model
United Nations, “Discover Your Talent” Summer
Week, the “Talent Scout” project as well as other
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educational events carried out in collaboration with
schools and institutions in Italy and abroad;

•Opportunities to experience Bocconi’s teaching
methods: aimed at providing prospective graduate
students with information about the content of
university programs in management, economics and
finance, and related professions (Economix
Workshop). These educational events are held entirely
in English and give students the opportunity to
experience campus life at Bocconi;

•Bocconi presentations in Italy and Europe: senior
Bocconi students give presentations describing the
University’s programs and services at schools and in a
variety of organizations. International Recruitment
Services also maintains close relations with teachers
and guidance counselors at schools and universities
worldwide to support them in advising their students
on the opportunities offered by Bocconi;

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For newly admitted international students, arrival 
in a foreign country and environment can be very
challenging.

•Welcome Desk: A booth open during the first two
weeks of September to help international students
find their way around campus (find offices,
classrooms, etc);

•Housing: In order to make things easier for
students/guests staying in Milan for short periods,
the International Student Desk offers limited short
term and long term housing solutions in Bocconi
Dorms;

•Permit of Stay information and assistance: Sessions
dedicated to NON-European Union citizens to assist
them with filling out the permit of stay application
package.

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STUDYING ABROAD

International programs, one of Università Bocconi’s
strategic objectives, date back to 1974, when the first
international cooperation agreement was signed.
Over the years these programs have come to create a
well-established system of relations and exchanges
with prestigious academic and cultural institutions all
over the world (180 partner universities in 48
countries). Bocconi students and teaching staff have
been able to benefit from international experiences
and Bocconi has enjoyed close, continuous contacts
with universities and Business Schools worldwide,
collaborating on international research and joint
teaching projects. 
Bocconi belongs to important international
networks such as the Partnership in International
Management (PIM) and the Community of
European Management Schools (CEMS). Studying
abroad is a valuable opportunity not only to acquire
new knowledge and gain analytical and study skills,
but also to enjoy a unique experience of personal
enrichment. Each year Bocconi offers its students
over 1600 opportunities of different durations to
study abroad.

Short Programs

Campus Abroad
Campus Abroad, a four-week program organized in
cooperation with partner universities around the
world, is an intensive experience that offers
participants the opportunity to explore new
countries, develop new insights and work on live case
studies between semesters (January- February and
July-August). Scholarships are available.
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Free-Mover Summer Program
(only for undergraduate students)
Three- to five-week programs organized by the partner
schools which are then recognized by Bocconi as
courses taken abroad.

Long Programs

Exchange Program
It consists of a semester abroad at top-quality
universities all over the world. The agreements are
reciprocal and enable students from both institutions
to experience a period of study without having to pay
fees to the partner institutions. Tuition received abroad
is then recognized (with conversion of grades obtained
in the individual examinations). Scholarships are also
available for this program.

Free-Mover Semester Program
This program is for students interested in studying
abroad for one semester on a fee paying basis.

Double and Joint Degree Program 
(only for students enrolled in selected graduate programs)
It allows students to obtain a Bocconi Master of
Science degree and, at the same time, another title
which is equivalent to a Master of Science, issued by
one of our partner universities: HEC, Paris; ESADE,
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Barcelona; Rotterdam School of Management,
Rotterdam; Copenhagen Business School,
Copenhagen; Sciences-Po, Paris; Université de Genève,
Genève; UCL, Louvain (Joint Degree program);
MGIMO, Moscow; Indian Institute of Management,
Ahmedabad; University of St. Gallen, St. Gallen;
SUNY, New York State University at Albany, USA;
Fundação Getulio Vargas, Sao Paulo. Double Degree
programs involve spending the entire second year of
the graduate program at the partner university, for an
overall program duration of 2 to 2 and a half years.

CEMS Program
(only for students enrolled in the Master of Science in
Management or International Management)
The CEMS-MIM (Community of European
Management Schools - Master in International
Management) program is conducted in collaboration
with other leading European and international
universities and over 50 multinational companies leading
in their industries. The aim of the Master program is to
train European managers able to understand and adapt
to different cultures, to speak more than one language
fluently and who understand the variety of operational
methods used in Europe and the rest of the world. 
The program takes place during the second year of the
Master of Science, and involves participating in an
exchange program, completing an internship abroad and
carrying out other educational activities such as business
projects, skills seminars and one-week seminars in Italy
or abroad on management related topics.

Themis Program
(only for graduate students in the School of Law)
This program offers students the opportunity to obtain
not only a degree from Bocconi, but also an
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international certificate which is awarded jointly by
European partner schools. The Themis Program
involves studying abroad for one semester as an
exchange student, participating in a seminar at one of
the partner schools and completing an internship
abroad or in an international firm.

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An international slant to their CV and mastery of
languages are two reasons Bocconi graduates are so
highly prized in the job market. English is the first
language required for all Bocconi degree programs.
For programs in economics and management, a second
foreign language is required after English. Students
may choose from Italian, French, Spanish, Portuguese,
and German. 

Those who study at Bocconi regard languages as a
mean of communication and an opportunity to learn
about other cultures and peoples. The Language
Center, which was founded in 1991, was the first of its
kind in Italy in an economics and business university.
The Center runs curricular language courses (i.e.
Italian, English, French, Portuguese, Spanish and
German). It also offers language and culture courses as
part of its integrative activities (e.g. Arabic, Chinese,
Japanese, Portuguese, Russian and U.S. language and
culture). The other teaching, research and support
services as well as initiatives for foreign language
learning at the Center are updated constantly, using the
latest educational technology.

The Language Center currently has 1 multimedia
interactive teaching classroom with 48 places, and 2
language laboratories for self-learning with a total of
110 places as well as has a multimedia library for all
languages.

A WELL-ROUNDED EDUCATION

Bocconi is synonymous with economics and law. The
greatest entrepreneurs and the most respected
economists, as well as international political
intellectuals and officials, are regular guests at
Bocconi. But our school is also a center for the creation
and dissemination of culture in the broader sense. 

The primary initiative through which the University
has offered students a wide range of cultural
opportunities is  the “Sapere a tutto campo” (Round
out Your Knowledge) program, to help them deal
with global, multi-disciplinary and multicultural
contexts. The interdisciplinary courses offered deal
with a wide range of subjects, including art history,
the sciences, geopolitics and the environment. They
do not assume prior knowledge of the subject and
aim to provide the means for students to explore
areas of personal interest in depth. Particular
attention is given to the international dimension of
the experiences presented, both in terms of subject
material as well as the involvement of guests
providing opportunities to speak in English.
Collaboration with ISPI (Institute for International
Political Studies) continues this year in several
courses concerning international politics.

Further cultural events are organized by ISU Bocconi
(Student Assistance and Financial Aid Office) and
other Bocconi Associations promote and finance
concerts, exhibitions, debates and many sport events.
The Bocconi Language Center presents a series of films
shown in original languages to complete the range of
international initiatives. Funds for student-proposed
cultural projects are available according to criteria
stated in the Regulation on the website. 
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Students can take part in artistic activities through the
ACTB - Association for Art, Culture and Theater at
Bocconi which organizes theater courses, film
screenings and 4 musical projects (Jazz, Soul and
R&B; Chorus; Classical; and Pop, Rock and Ethnic)
and 5 official ensembles (Bocconi Jazz Business Unit;
Bocconi Jazz Venture; Bocconi Soul & Blues Unit;
Bocconi Chorus; Gruppo Musicale Bocconi; and
Sciacudduzzi) plus a number of workshops.

SPORTS ACTIVITIES 
AND ASSOCIATIONS
Sports complement the economic and managerial
training for which Bocconi is renowned. Sporting
activities are coordinated by ASD Bocconi Sport Team,
the University’s amateur sports association. Track and
field, men’s and women’s soccer (5- and 11-a-side),
golf, swimming and water polo, men’s and women’s
basketball and volleyball, skiing, tennis, skeet shooting
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and sailing are the sports practiced at recreational and
competitive levels, including national and
international university tournaments.

The “Pellicani Basketball” men’s team, men’s 5-a-side
and women’s 11-a-side soccer teams, women’s
volleyball as well as water polo squads all participate
in leagues organized by their respective Italian sports
federations. The ASD Bocconi Sport Team, cofounder
of LUB (University Basketball League), is affiliated
with the Italian Basketball Federation, whose objective
is to promote basketball in Italian universities and
military academies by organizing a national university
basketball league.
Students and faculty have access to a fully-equipped
gym in the Residenza Bocconi dormitory and to a 5-a-
side soccer field. During the year, the University
organizes the Bocconi Sport Days, an event dedicated
entirely to sports held on campus. The event is open to
Bocconi students and students from other universities
and secondary schools.

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THE CAMPUS

Over the years Bocconi has invested greatly in the
development of its facilities and in the improvement
of its services, with the aim of raising the quality of
study and work conditions for its students, faculty
and researchers. Based on architect Ignazio
Gardella’s project, another fully-functioning facility
was developed offering thirty 150-seat lecture halls,
places to study with Internet connections, and spaces
to take a break and enjoy campus life. The
headquarters of SDA Bocconi School of
Management has been enlarged and the new
Spadolini dormitory opened, located just a short
walk from via Sarfatti. The Residenza Bocconi
dormitory has been completely restructured and
renovated in order to offer students the comforts of a
modern campus. The stunning new building
designed by Grafton Architects, housing the Faculty
and the new 1000-seat Aula Magna has been
completed, and inaugurated.
To visit Bocconi without leaving home, you can
access the virtual campus

page of the University. It gives you a guided tour of
the University and its facilities through text, images
and video.

HOUSING AND CAFETERIA SERVICE

ISU Bocconi (the Student Assistance and Financial Aid
Office) offers more than 1300 spots at variable or full
rates in the various Bocconi dormitories, including the
recently renovated Residenza Bocconi, as well as the
Capitanio, Kramer, Javotte, Spadolini and Arcobaleno
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dorms. Another option are the rental apartments made
available by an agreement with ALER. Of the available
spots, 700 are guaranteed through the equal access to
university studies provisions; that is, applications for
accommodation at a variable rate are regulated by the
same system that regulates scholarships, and is reserved
for off-campus students. The remaining places are
offered at full rates. Applications for 2009-2010 will be
available on our website; until these become available,
please consult the applications for 2008-2009.
There is also a cafeteria service at the Residenza
Bocconi dormitory which is open to all students, as
well as a gym, a 5-a-side soccer field and a nursing
facility.

IT SERVICES 

Bocconi’s web system
For many years now the website of the University
(www.unibocconi.eu) has been a reference point for
everyone working and studying at Bocconi (as well
as alumni). The website is updated on a daily basis
and gives information on all University events. It
also provides forums for opinion-sharing and
personalized channels, with selected information
according to the user (i.e. students, faculty,
graduates, etc). 

The website provides access to a range of multi-
media resources and services, which include:
•yoU@B: a personal student diary that gives

information about lesson timetables, classrooms,
examination timetable and results. The Student
Administration Center uses the service to send
reminders of various administrative deadlines;

•E-mail: all students are assigned an e-mail box upon
registration which they can also consult via
Internet (i.e. webmail);

•Punto Blu Virtuale: enables a series of student
administrative procedures to be carried out online.
The Punto Blu self-service terminals placed in various
locations in the campus carry out similar functions.

IT services for students
Bocconi also provides services to enable students to
make the most of new IT opportunities:
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•Bocconi on your mobile phone: enables students to
receive information about university life (e.g. dates,
exam rooms, lecture times, etc) on their mobile,
and to access yoU@B and Punto Blu Virtuale
services directly;

•Access to the net through Wireless technology:
when inside the Campus, students can connect to
the University’s Wi-Fi networks with any Wi-Fi
compatible PC;

•Access to the Internet via laptop: about 450 access
points around the Bocconi campus allow students
to go online with their own laptops;

• IT classrooms: 3 classrooms for individual study
with about 170 work stations; in addition, there is
a 57-place room reserved for students taking
multimedia courses in LearningSpace

•E-Learning: 2 platforms for accessing multimedia
programs in support of traditional teaching.
Currently there are 210 courses taking advantage
of this method of providing teaching material and
interactive services (virtual classes).

The University’s central organizing body for IT
teaching is SEDIN, the IT Education Services
Center, which provides curricular courses in IT. All
students must pass the 7 modules of the ECDL Start,
the first level of the European Computer Driving
Licence, for which Bocconi is a Test Center. For
those wishing to extend their IT knowledge, SEDIN
offers also the course aimed at gaining the advanced
level ECDL.

THE UNIVERSITY LIBRARY

With its more than 735,000 volumes and around
25,000 periodicals in electronic and paper format,
the Bocconi library is the most important library in
Italy in the fields of economics and finance, with few
rivals in Europe. The Library offers study and
research services with an electronic catalog that can
be accessed remotely for borrowing books, plus
more than 600 places for individual study, a remote
reservation service, many specialist collections and
connections to 52 databanks. The Library also
organizes special seminars on bibliographic research
to aid students in writing theses and reports.

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>>>GOOD STUDY HABITS 
FOR BETTER RESULTS

The transfer from secondary school to university
requires a change in both study methods and time
management. This change can also occur moving
from one university to another, from one teaching
model to another. In Bocconi a free service called
CESDIA, the Center for Teaching and Learning
offers students a range of services to facilitate
adaptive skills for a good integration to the
university life context. At CESDIA you will find
individual counseling (English version available too)
and a catalog of courses for small groups of students
(some of wich are available in English). 
The individual counseling aims to help students to
point out and resolve situations of uneasiness 
(e.g. anxiety, stress) and develop one’s personal skills
(e.g. assertivity, time management, methods 
of study/work). Moreover, CESDIA proposes 
to develop didactical quality through specific
initiatives for teachers.

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JOB OPPORTUNITIES

Work can be found to suit students’ needs and
availability. ISU Bocconi (Student Assistance and
Financial Aid Office) helps students by finding them
part-time jobs. The notice board at ISU offices displays
available jobs. Students with the necessary
requirements have access to part-time work at the
University itself, of not more than 150 hours a year.

OTHER SERVICES

ISU Bocconi (Student Assistance and Financial Aid
Office) provides specific student services such as health
service, free book loans (through the University
Library), assistance for disabled students, study tutors
and student assistance.

Healthcare
The Residenza Bocconi dormitory provides 
a nursing service at via Bocconi 12. Foreign students
can receive information from the local office 
of the National Health service (called “ASL”) 
on care available according to their country 
of origin. Students can see a National Health doctor
as “occasional patients” and can access all National
Health services in the normal way.

Their aims include helping students get to
know various sectors and professions, develop the
transversal skills requested by companies, plan their
chosen career and look for jobs and internships.

PREPARING FOR WORK:
GUIDANCE ACTIVITIES
POL - Personal Orientation Lab: recognizing your talents
During a group session and an individual interview,
users benefit from the experience of Bocconi counselors,
as well as company professionals and consultants. The
program provides the opportunity for participants to
explore their abilities and to evaluate their strong points
when looking for and choosing a job, as well as to
acquire greater insight into how their personal skills and
experiences match possible future career roles.

“Get the Job” series
On-campus presentations that allow students to
improve their knowledge of useful tools in effective
self-presentation in the job market.

Training Seminars
These are tutorial activities in which companies
contribute to developing several skills necessary in
successfully entering the working world.

“Which Profession?” series
The program will feature discussion with professionals
working in various areas of the job market, so that
through firsthand accounts participants can better
understand what goes into each profession.
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In-Company Training
An on-the-job training opportunity to get directly
acquainted with functional areas and career paths.

Placement Library
The Placement Library is the Career Service’s library
dedicated to the job market. Here students can look for
internships and job vacancies. An individualized
consulting service is also available at the Library for
students as well as informational reference material to
find out about and contact companies, learn about
various professions, actively find work and
successfully apply for positions. Sample CVs and cover
letters are also available to students.

STARTING YOUR CAREER

Internship Program
An internship is the key to a focused academic
curriculum. Internship programs provide decisive
practical experience to students in order to broaden
the knowledge and skills they have acquired during
their studies. It can be performed at companies,
professional firms, organizations and associations in
Italy and abroad. The Career Service publishes
company internship offers, checks the standards of
training projects, assists interns and companies, and
takes care of the practical side involved in formalizing
an internship as well as assigning academic credits.
During 2007 over 2,800 internships were activated.
Along with the various opportunities in companies and
other professional areas abroad, there is also an “Arts
and Culture International Program” dedicated to
internships at artistic and cultural institutions in the
European Union and other parts of the world. In
addition, the “Erasmus Student Placement” project
provides scholarships for training internships in
companies, research centers and educational centers in
one of the European countries participating in the EU
“Lifelong Learning Programme” (LLP).

Job Gate
An online service used for consulting internship and
job offers in Italy and abroad that is updated daily. In
2007 more than 8,500 offers for internship and job
positions were published.

CV Book
After each graduation session, the educational and
professional CV of each recent graduate, including
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personal information, is published online and made
available to companies.

Company and institution presentations
These are opportunities to learn about placement
programs as well as have direct and informal contact
with a range of professional situations.

Bocconi&Jobs
This is the University’s career event dedicated to
recruiting. Held twice a year, in the fall and spring, it is
an opportunity to meet with both Italian and
international employers from all sectors. Companies
introduce themselves and illustrate the employment
opportunities offered to students and recent graduates
during or after graduation. This is done in small
groups and individually, and is often accompanied by
the opportunity to hold job interviews. 159 companies
and 6,300 students and recent graduates participated
in the two editions held in 2007.

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BOCCONI’S ALUMNI NETWORK

You become an ex-student but never an ex-
Bocconian. The University keeps close contact with
its graduates, believing in the benefit of the exchange
of experience and updating of professional skills over
the years. Graduates collaborate by spreading the
values and image of the University through their own
prestige, while Alumni Relations provides them with
opportunities for updating skills and assistance in the
job market. Services include databanks, the
Graduates’ Annual, the Career Advice and
Professional Placement services (i.e. individual
consultations and job offers for graduates with at
least three years of work experience), meetings with
experts in the field, executive search specialists,
authors and corporate representatives. 
Finally, www.bocconiani.net is a special area reserved
for personalized information and services (lifelong
email address, Lavoro.net job-hunting site, updatable
Alumni Annual with personal page including photo
and CV, events at Bocconi, press releases).
The alumni network also promotes exchanges of
information among alumni working in different
contexts at national and international levels. Area
Leaders are assigned with sustaining the University
with the cooperation of local alums and the business
community, and organize various kinds of initiatives,
including meetings, welcoming  new members, and
artistic and sports activities. They also hold events on
socio-economic topics of general interest. There are
currently 61 Areas in the network in Italy, Europe,
North America, South America and Asia.

Università Bocconi’s mission is to train responsible
and capable people ready to work in successful
international careers. To do this, the University
offers up-to-date programs, a quality Faculty 
and a lively modern campus where academics 
are complemented by sports associations and
cultural activities. Bocconi aims to attract motivated
and bright students, regardless of their families’
economic situation. For years it has adhered to – 
and expanded – an investment policy in support 
of deserving students, with a financial aid system
that allows them to easily begin and continue their
studies at Bocconi.

It involves scholarships, full and partial tuition and
fee waivers, grants for international mobility, degree
awards and advantageous agreements with banks 
for student loans and financing. All students enrolled
in a Bachelor, Master of Science, Law or Specialized
Master program, have several ways of ensuring their
peace of mind regarding the financial resources
necessary to complete their studies.

Along with assistance handled by the Bocconi
Student Assistance and Financial Aid Office (ISU) 
to aid outstanding and promising students, 
the University has set up initiatives to meet a broader
range of student and family needs. Some were
created to cater to specific demands or to particular
student categories, aimed at guaranteeing the
appropriate financial support to students willing 
to apply themselves.
In 2009-2010 Università Bocconi will continue this
investment policy, offering even more tuition
waivers specifically targeted to students from
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families that may not be eligible for other forms 
of aid.

FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE 
AND SCHOLARSHIPS
For all students enrolled in Bachelor,
Combined Bachelor and Master of
Science, and Master of Science programs

Bocconi Merit Awards for outstanding students
Università Bocconi offers scholarships for outstanding
students each year. Bocconi Merit Awards, offered in
cooperation with sponsor companies and institutions,
provide a valuable structure of financial support to
ensure that top students of all backgrounds can enjoy
the benefits of a superior academic experience.

These scholarships are based on merit and are assigned
to international students (enrolled in Bachelor or
Master of Science programs) and Italian students
(enrolled in Master of Science programs). Awards 
are available for a maximum of 2 to 3 years (depending
on the program): scholarships will be renewed as long
as students continue to meet academic prerequisites.
Recipients may receive up to a 100% tuition waiver
and a cash stipend or on-campus housing.

Tuition and fee reductions
Through its TCA - University Tuition and Fees Office,
Università Bocconi provides financial assistance when
the student’s family meets specific conditions. All
regulations can be found on the Bocconi website.

Scholarships and graduation awards from public 
and private institutions
Through Università Bocconi, public and private
institutions establish scholarships and graduation
awards each year. Regulations can be found 
on the Bocconi website.
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Exemption from payment of tuition and fees 
for disabled students
Disabled students who have a level of disability
equal to or greater than 66% will receive a complete
exemption from university tuition and fee payments.

ISU Bocconi scholarships
ISU Bocconi (Student Assistance and Financial Aid
Office) provides scholarships of various amounts, in
accordance with the national and regional regulation
aimed at “ensuring that gifted and deserving students
are able to access the highest level of studies”. Students
who qualify for ISU Bocconi scholarships are totally
exempted from paying university tuition and fees.
Ranking is based on merit and income requirements;
all participation regulations are described in the 2009-
2010 regulations which will be published on the
Bocconi website. Until these become available, please
consult the regulations for 2008-2009. Recipients of
ISU scholarships may not participate in other
scholarships from pubic or private organizations.

In addition to the aid listed above, Bocconi also
offers other kinds of financial aid set aside 
for specific student categories.

For international students

Istituto Donna Javotte Bocconi Manca 
di Villahermosa – Friends of Bocconi Association
Scholarships
International students enrolling for the first time 
in the first year of a Bocconi Bachelor, Combined
Bachelor and Master of Science or Master of Science
program are eligible to receive annual scholarships
based on financial need. The scholarships include
complete tuition and fee waivers as well as a cash
stipend. To participate in the selection process,
candidates must have foreign citizenship, non-Italian
residence and need to have received a secondary school
diploma abroad or received an undergraduate degree
which meets the requirements for admission to a
Università Bocconi Master of Science program.
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For first-year students in Bachelor 
and Combined Bachelor and Master 
of Science programs

Exemption from payment of the second and third
payment installment of tuition and fees
Starting in the 2009-2010 academic year, Università
Bocconi will distribute 100 tuition and fee waivers for the
second and third payment installments. This initiative is
available to high-achieving students and constitutes a
large increase in the financial aid opportunities offered.
Università Bocconi would like to facilitate University
admission and entrance for top students that may not be
eligible for other forms of aid provided by ISU Bocconi,
and to guarantee their peace of mind regarding the
finances necessary to study at Bocconi.

These exemptions will be given to the best
candidates admitted to Bachelor and Combined
Bachelor and Master of Science programs according
to the selection procedures outlined for “Italian
applicants”. Applicants’ scholastic curriculum,
admissions exam results and the income
requirements specified in the rules and application
will be evaluated. Scholarships will be renewed 
for a second and third year as long as students
continue to meet the prerequisites specified 
in the rules and application. Waivers cannot be
combined with other scholarships or with free
housing in residence halls.
The rules and application will be published online
along with the online application procedures.

For students enrolled in Master of Science
programs 

Partial exemptions from tuition and fee payments
The University offers partial tuition and fee waivers for
Italian and international students. Sums of either 
€ 1,100 or € 2,750 are available, and are assigned
according to the financial situation of the student’s
immediate family.

For Specialized Master Programs students

Scholarships and total and partial tuition and fee
waivers are available for Specialized Master programs.

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FINANCING AND GRADUATION
AWARDS

For all students enrolled in Bachelor,
Combined Bachelor and Master of Science,
and Master of Science programs

Financial assistance from lending institutions
Università Bocconi has secured agreements with two
major lending institutions to offer students enrolling
in a Bocconi program to be able to finance their
education with a low interest loan. They have the
option of activating an M4U Academy loan with
Banca Mediolanum (also available to students in their
first year of a Bachelor program) or an Intesa Bridge
loan with Intesa Sanpaolo (for international and
Italian students). With these initiatives, the university
and the financial community have stepped forward to
support the investment in your future from the outset.

The loan is meant to finance any university or
educational expenses (from university tuition and fee
payments to rent, from studying abroad to a
Specialized Master program, etc). They are easy to
activate, similar to opening a checking account with a
credit line at a fixed low interest rate. No collateral is
necessary and payments will not need to be made while
enrolled as a student. Different kinds of financing will
be available based on the various programs offered.

Graduation awards
Italian and international students enrolled in the
final year of the program who are recipients of a
scholarship for that year are eligible for an extra sum
of € 1,000* added to their scholarship, provided the
proper request has been made. Rules and regulations
for the graduation award are published in the rules
and application on the ISU Bocconi website.

FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE

For all students enrolled in Bachelor,
Combined Bachelor and Master of Science,
and Master of Science programs

Grants for international programs
In order to encourage student participation in
international mobility programs organized by the
Bocconi International Relations Service (i.e.
International Exchange, CEMS, Double Degree,
Themis and Campus Abroad programs), ISU Bocconi
provides supplements to ISU Bocconi scholarships
(Lombardy Region funding), collaborative grants
(Lombardy Region funding and Università Bocconi
funding) and Università Bocconi grants (Università
Bocconi funding). All students are eligible to apply
for this assistance, as long as they meet the specific
merit and financial requirements which are explained
in the ISU Bocconi Regulations online.

Grants for international internships and off-campus
internships at Italian public organizations
Different kinds of assistance is available from ISU
Bocconi and Università Bocconi for students who
participate in unpaid internships that are either
abroad or off-campus and held at an Italian public
organization, provided they are also organized by the
International Relations Service or the Career Service.
